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Fig.1: Brief Overview of the
Solution Protocol
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A random security string containing 10
unique digits is sent from the Swivel
Authentication Server (SAS) to the
channel (PC, PDA, or mobile phone)
used to sign on to a system or
authorize a transaction (see diagram
above). The PIN is used as a mask to
extract four digits based on the relative
position of each individual number of
the PIN.

In the example at Fig. 1, if the
User’s secret PIN is 2-4-6-8, then
the second, fourth, sixth and eighth
numbers from the security string are
extracted to form the One Time
Code (OTC). There are a few client
interface  options that can be
assigned to each user in line with
corporate security policies and
access authorization requirements.
